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troops to be inoculated against smallpox with the precursor to the

smallpox vaccine during the Revolutionary War. According to Andrew
Wehrman, Associate Professor of History at Central Michigan
University, the soldiers themselves “were the ones calling for it....
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Most early vaccine mandates were implemented by state and local

governments. For example, Massachusetts was the first state to
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
